 The word from Fr. Arek . . .  
 

It’s hard to believe that another Church year has gone by.  
The Solemnity of Christ the King brings the Liturgical Year 
to a close.  Next Sunday, we begin a new Liturgical Year with 

the First Sunday of Advent - our waiting time for the birth of Jesus.  
Over the past months we have celebrated the mysteries of the life of the 
Lord.  This weekend, we contemplate Christ in His glorified state as 
King of all Creation and of all souls.   
 

Pope Pius XI instituted this feast in 1925 with his encyclical Quas Pri-
mas (“In the first”) to respond to growing nationalism and secularism.  
He recognized that these related societal ills would breed increasing 
hostility against the Church.  His encyclical reminds the faithful that 
while governments and philosophies come and go, Christ reigns as king 
forever.  
 

“The kingdom, already present and growing in our midst, engages us at 
every level of our being and reminds us of the principle of discernment 
which Pope Paul VI applied to true development: it must be directed to 
‘all men and the whole man’.”  – Pope Francis Evangelii Gaudium, 181. 
 

Today, with one heart and one soul, let us pray: “Adveniat regnum tu-
um!” – Lord, may Your Kingdom come!  Amen.

As I announced a few weeks ago, through the generosity of one of our 
parishioners, we obtained a Grand Piano for our Church.  I blessed it 
before the first use during the 4PM Saturday Mass on Nov. 3rd.  The 
Clavinowa electronic piano has served us well over the many years, and 
the good news is that it will continue to be used at Incarnation, from 
enriching the Liturgical Music during the overflow Masses in the Ber-
nardin Center, enhancing the Music Program of our Religion Education 
Program, to rehearsals in the Music Room.  Since it is an easy to carry 
instrument from one room to another, because it weighs only 140lbs (in 
comparison to an upright piano that weighs over 500lbs!), it will contin-
ue to add splendor to our music in a variety of ways in our Parish minis-
try.  May our music and our singing lead us to express our prayer and 
praise in melodies that are pleasing to our God.
